
Joint Legislative Sunset Committee 

Proposed Procedures
Authority
The Joint Legislative Sunset Committee is created under the authority of ss. 11.901 through 11.920, F.S.
Purpose
The committee is created for the purpose of overseeing the agency review process required by ss.11.901-11.920, F.S., and of making recommendations to the Legislature as to the abolition, continuation or reorganization of state agencies subject to sunset review.

Organization
The committee will be composed of 10 members; five members of the Senate appointed by the President of the Senate and five members of the House of Representatives appointed by the Speaker of the House of Representatives.

The presiding officer of each house will appoint a chair to serve as co-chair of the committee and who will serve for a term of two years or until the next general election.

Meetings

Meetings of the committee will be scheduled throughout the fiscal year within time blocks assigned by the presiding officers.  
Not less than seven days prior to a meeting of the committee, a notice of the meeting, stating the items to be considered, date, time, and place, will be filed with the Secretary of the Senate and the Clerk of the House of Representatives, who will distribute notice to the Legislature and the public consistent with the more restrictive rules and policies of the two chambers.
No committee business may be conducted in the absence of a quorum.  However, quorum is not necessary for purposes of taking testimony or work sessions, provided a majority of the committee members is present.  
If approved by the presiding officers and the majority of committee members present agree, a committee may continue after the expiration of the time called for the meeting or may temporarily recess to continue the meeting at a time and place certain on the same day.

Quorum; Majority Action
A quorum will consist of a majority of the committee members of each house.  

Action by the committee will require a majority vote of the members present.
