Due to its unsuitable condition, nO testing was performed on Exhibit K4.
 

Exhibit K5. was not examined.
 

A hair suitable for STR DNA analysis was identified on K6,
 

K7a and K7b gave chemical indications for the presence of blood.
 

K2, K36, K37, K41a, K41b, K42a and K42b failed to give chemical indications for the presence of blood.
 

STR DNA analysis was performed on samples from the following exhibits utilizing the AmpFlSTR 'Profiler
 
Plus and AmpF/STR COfiler peR Amplification Kits.
 

K6 Head hair from Hammond
 

A partial DNA profile was obtained from Exhibit K6.

No DNA results were obtained from Exhibits K36 (stains a through e), K37 (stains a, c and d), K41b (stain 1)

Due to the limited DNA results obtained from Exhibit K42a (stain I), this data is insufficient for inclusion
