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Any appeal from the postconviction court's order issued August 17, 2009,
denying Marek's motion for postconviction relief filed on August 3, 2009, shall
proceed as follows: The parties shall file simultaneous initial and answer briefs by
1:00 pm, Tuesday, August 18, 2009. Service of the briefs to opposing counsel shall
be made via e-mail. Filing of the above briefs at this Court shall be by transmitting
the brief via e-mail to the following address: warrant@flcourts.org. Counsel shall
transmit only the signed original brief to this court as soon as possible after filing
via e-mail.

The trial court clerk shall file the record on appeal by 9:00 am, Tuesday,
August 18, 2009. An electronic copy of the record may be transmitted to
warrant@flcourts.org.
